Every week, let your students know:
This series isn’t an encouragement
to date, it’s an encouragement for
students to use godly wisdom when
they date. Some students in your
group may not be dating yet, and that
is ok! In fact, Paul says it’s better to
stay single (1 Corinthians 7:10) and
our last week we are going to talk
about not rushing —so if your
students aren’t dating or don’t feel
ready yet — GREAT! This lesson is still
good wisdom and discussion for them
because chances are one day they
will start dating and when they do —
they’ll be able to start on a great
foundation of Biblical wisdom!

7 Tips
FOR TALKING

ABOUT SEXUALITY
WITH YOUR CHILD

CHRISTIAN
SEXUALITY
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Questions about sex,
sexuality and gender have
become some of the most
pressing ethical questions
facing the home today, and
your children especially
are swimming in the deep
end of these topics. Your
leadership and facilitation
as a parent are incredibly
important.

Discipling your kids in this topic is not easy. It’s
uncomfortable. It’s nerve-wracking. And the world
your kids are growing up in is drastically different
from the world you grew up in. They’re being faced
with questions and ideas and relationships that didn’t
seem to exist 20 or 30 years ago.

Some of the greatest challenges for a parent are the
conversations surrounding sexuality and gender.
But you must understand one TRUTH, it’s probably
the one thing you need to hear more than any other -
YOUR VOICE MATTERS! And it needs to be included in
this dialogue.

These are crucial questions directly related to

your children’s spiritual growth and they are being
bombarded with alternative and destructive views on
these topics every single day. Plus, the church rarely
has good, honest, gospel-centered discussions about
these topics. Especially if you include topics like porn,
masturbation, same-sex attraction, or transgender
identities. It’s no longer just a conversation about not
having sex before marriage.

Unfortunately, your kids are getting a sex education
from somewhere whether we want them to or not. So,
rather than pretending like we can (or even should)
shelter them, we should educate them in God’s design
for sex in a healthy and God-honoring way. CHRISTIAN
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So, what could a talk on

sexuality look like in your home?
Here are seven tips on how

to begin engaging these
conversations with your children.

CHRISTIAN
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God’s love for us is foundational. All
obedience, all of our sexual integrity, is a
response to God’s prior love for us. And we
need to drive this home for our children.

If all they do is “remain virgins until their
married,” then we’ve failed. | mean, that’s
a good thing, but we’re not saved by sexual
purity, but by the purifying work of Christ.
He is our foundation. Knowing God loves
them is paramount to the entirety of this
conversation.

This is also why we advocate for using

the term sexual integrity rather than
sexuality purity. The term sexual purity
has a lot of baggage associated with it. For
too long this term has been associated

more with behavior modification or sin
management, than the transformational
work of Christ in our lives. Unfortunately,
this has reduced “Christian sex” to simply
choosing to wait for sex until marriage...to
remain a virgin.

But we must understand, sex is not just
physical. It is emotional, social, and
spiritual. Sexual integrity is about having
a holistic view of sex. It requires more than
just self-willed behavior. It requires turning
to the Lord with all our hearts and being
empowered by the Holy Spirit to obey.
Sexual Integrity is about saying “YES!” to
living a faithful, flourishing life as a sexual
being according to how God has designed
you.

CHRISTIAN
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As a parent, who chooses to engage in
these conversations, you will need to
become comfortable in the awkward
tension. Sometimes anxiety can get in the
way of having some of the most important
dialogue with your kids. But don’t let it stop
you!

Many adults will feel uncomfortable talking
about the topics of sex, sexuality, and
gender due to the sensitive nature of each
discussion. Maybe it is because you didn’t
have a chance to discuss these topics when
you were younger. Maybe it is because
you’ve always thought this conversation
should remain private. Or maybe you have
not dealt with shame from your own sexual

brokenness. This is something all of us at
some point need to face. Whatever the
reason, you have a responsibility to help
your children engage this conversation.

One thing that might also help: if possible,
practice having these conversations with
your spouse or other trusted adults before
ever having them with your children. Also,
as you prepare for these conversations,
become a trustworthy guide for your

kids. Listen to what they say about the
culture. Specifically, pay attention to the
conversations they might have with friends
surrounding these topics. By doing so,
you’ll be able to better help your children
navigate their own experiences.
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Don’t shy away from the difficult subjects. It
isincredibly important to create spaces that

are safe for your kid to discuss anything. And
this is not just something you say - it has to be
modeled day in and day out. Your posture will
be just as important as what you communicate.
Sometimes HOW we believe is just as influential
for your kids as WHAT we believe.

Also, your kids will know if you're giving

them cliched answers to complex questions.
answers. If you’re going to be available for any
conversation then make sure you are honest
and respectful. And if you don’t know the
answer one of the best things you can say is, “|
don’t know but let’s find out together!” This
creates a communal spirit and shows you are
willing to walk alongside your child in their
search for answers. Humility and an openness
to learn builds credibility with this generation.

Please understand, your kids are going to want
answers to more than just how far they can go
sexually with a boyfriend or girlfriend. As you

probably already know youth are struggling
with a variety of issues surrounding sex,
sexuality, and gender. They may have questions
about sex: how far is too far, or what exacttly is
considered sex?They might also have questions
about their sexual orientation or their gender
identity. Being available and willing to engage in
each of these conversations will be important.

And let’s not forget - the Church hasn’t always
done well in the conversations surrounding
LGBTQ identities. Please remember, most youth
probably have LGBTQ friends and have been
unimpressed with how the church has treated
LGBTQ people. Or they might be struggling with
their own sexuality. Parents who don’t address
LGBTQ related questions will come off as tone-
deaf to the conversation. And if our children

see their parents as tone deaf, your theological
position will lose credibility. This is why it will

be important to begin sexuality talks with a
posture of humility and repentance; you will
want to first humanize the conversation before

getting into Scripture. CHRISTIAN

SEXUALITY



Helping your children align their sexual lives
with the creator’s plan is one of the greatest
opportunities you have as a parent.

And the good news is that it doesn’t need

to happen in ONE talk. It can (and should)
happen over many years and many different
talks.

These are not conversations that you need

to force. Allow your children to control the
pace and rhythm with which they move the
dialogue. One child might ask you about sex
at 8 while the other doesn’t ask anything until
9. As you become the expert of your children
you will learn how to move the conversation
forward.

But this doesn’t happen in just one - 100
minute talk. Rather it happens over 100-one
minute talks. This gives them time to digest
the information. It also gives you time to
prepare for each and every conversation that
lies ahead.

And don’t be surprised if your children know
more than you or at least sounds like they

do by using new terms or talking about
identities you’ve never heard of. Generation
Z, your kids, will not have a lack of resources
when it comes to this subject. That is why
you must be the first and last place they seek
information. Become Google to your children
when it comes to the topics of sex, sexuality,
and gender. This means becoming a student
long before your children ever do by studying
recent trends and what other youth are
asking long before your kids ever ask you.

Unfortunately, parents incorrectly assume
they are giving enough information to their
teens. In one study, 90 percent of parents
reported having had a conversation about sex
with their teen. However, nearly 4 in 10 teens
say they have never discussed sex or sexuality
with their parents.

Don’t let this be you. Start the conversation
if you haven’t already and keep it alive all

throughout their life. CHRISTIAN
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We need to have a love for what scripture
says about sex, sexuality, and gender. This
means having a desire to seek TRUTH

and understand God’s divine plan for

sex. Recognizing that God is the creator
and author of all. It also means extending
GRACE in everything that we do and say.

Most youth will get the grace part of this
conversation. Many of them extend ‘grace’
to friends who are habitually looking at
porn or are having sex. It’s also common
for youth to only emphasize grace when
discussing LGBTQ related questions.

The unfortunate reality is often these
conversations are one-sided. Emphasizing

Your children need to understand what the
Bible says about sex, sexuality, and gender.
This means you need to study Scripture.
Learn to love what it reveals. You need to
be a student of Scripture so you can share
its truths with your children.

But as you learn the Bible’s truths you will
also learn of the grace, the incredible grace
given and received throughout the gospel.
Youth need to know they can love their
friend caught in sexual sin - or themselves

- as God’s precious children. By being
commited to following what the Bible says
about grace and forgiveness they also learn
his wonderful and divine plan for sex.

grace but with no truth. Or, all truth with no
grace. But your children need to hear both!

CHRISTIAN
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So many youth are hooked on porn,
habitually masturbating, or having sex
outside of marriage. These experiences
along with several others can produce
shame in the lives of Christians. This shame
can then prevent them from truly engaging
in conversations about sex, sexuality, and
gender in healthy ways.

Communicating God’s forgiveness and

also teaching your children to forgive
themselves will be important, except in
instances of abuse where a victim can treat
themselves with contempt because they
wrongly believe the abuse was their fault.
For those who have been sexually abused,
taking a step toward freedom from shame
won’t occur unless someone walks with
them in their pain and confusion.

This means you must listen, listen, listen.
This may be the first time they’ve ever

shared this story. It is incredibly vulnerable
so honor that moment with your time and
patience. Be sure to also communicate that
this was not their fault. Often someone
who has been abused can think they are
responsible for the choice that was stolen
from them. That is simply not true!

Helping your children feel comfortable

and “not alone” in their shame will be
important. Once they expose their shame
to the light, they can start to find healing
through community and ultimately through
Jesus Christ. Oftentimes we see that shame
drives us into isolation, but healing comes
through a group of committed friends and
mentors who draw us out and love on us
as Jesus would. And there is no one more
important in this process than YOU as a
parent!

CHRISTIAN
SEXUALITY



Sometimes our focus on marriage can
make an idol out of it. As parents, we need
to promote a biblical understanding of
marriage. And the Bible does not promise
that everyone will or should get married. So
when you say things like, “WHEN you get
married...” we’re not promoting a biblical
view of marriage. Marriage is a good and
beautiful vocation that some (perhaps
many) are called to. And so is singleness.

Instead of saying “when you get
married...” we should follow the biblical
view of marriage by saying “if God calls
you to marriage...” When we assume
everyone should or will get married, we
unintentionally devalue singleness.

Please understand, your kids are going
to wait longer, most likely, than any other
generation to get married (if they do

get married). This means they will live a
much longer life being single than past

generations.The average age of marriage

in the 1950’s was 21. Today the average

age is 29. For some of your children that

is a WHOLE other lifetime. So you need to
promote the truth that singleness is not
just a stage to get through, but as a gift and
calling to take advantage of even if it is only
for a season.

To be blunt, if you or your church

communicates that marriage is the

end-goal of life, or that singleness is a

miserable existence, then the biblical point

of marriage will be lost. If you’re married,

be honest about the tough parts of your

marriage. If you only talk about the good

parts of your marriage, your children will

not have a realistic picture of marriage.

And, if you’re single, then help them see the

blessings of singleness. Don’t pass over the

hard stuff either. All stages of life come with

difficulties and your children need to know

this!

WHAT are we talking about and WHY does it matter to me? (2-3 min)

e Share an unrealistic picture of dating or love you’ve seen in a movie,

book, social media, etc.

TRANSITION

So WHAT does this mean for my faith and life with God? (5-6 min)
GOD

PROVERBS 31

e Proverbs 31 shows us a different perspective as it lays out five traits to
look for when pursuing someone. It’s a long passage so I'm going to

jump around a little giving an overview — then we will read & highlight
the Scriptures together during our discussion time.

e Important side note: This series isn’t an encouragement or pressure
to date. In fact, Paul says it’s better to stay single (1 Corinthians 7:10)

so if you aren’t dating yet — GREAT! This lesson is still good for you
because chances are one day you will start dating and when you do —
you'll be able to start on a great foundation of Biblical wisdom!




SO WHAT CONTINUED

GOD CONTINUED
KNOW WHAT YOU’RE PURSUING: TRAIT 1

Verse 11 states, “The heart of her husband trusts in her.” You see in
this picture, the husband is never worried about trusting his wife.

So the first trait is: Can | trust this person?

As you are getting to know someone, consider if the person is honest
and trustworthy. Do they have a track record of following through on
their word? Do they break or keep their promises more?

TRAIT 2

Verse 12 goes on to say, “She does him good and not harm, all the
days of her life.” She does him good. And in verse 23 it also talks about
how her work benefits his reputation and success and because of her,
he is a better man.

Which brings me to trait 2: Does this person make you stronger?

Is this person constantly leading you into sin, or encouraging you in
your growing in your faith? Look for a person who is going to
encourage you to grow, to become a better person. A couple should be
stronger together than they would be apart.

TRAIT 3

Verses 13-16 go on to list different things that may seem strange to us,
talking about wool and flax and ships...but the point is it is listing
different ways this girl is hard-working and responsible.

So ask yourself when pursuing someone: Is this person responsible?
Do they set goals and go for them? Are they responsible? Or are they
lazy and blow off responsibilities? If they have younger siblings, do
they help look out for them? How do they treat them? This could
actually show you insight into our next trait too.

TRAIT 4

Verse 20 shows that the wife helps the poor and needy, so ask
yourself:

Is this person generous and kind?

Look for someone who helps others, even when it doesn’t benefit
them. Someone who is kind and giving. Someone who is generous.
Look at how they treat other people. How they treat you matters and
how they treat others matter. How do they talk about other people?

TRAIT 5

Verse 30 goes on to say, “Charm is deceptive and beauty is fleeting,
but a woman who fears the Lord is to be praised.”

Our last trait is probably the most important: Does this person trust in
and follow Jesus?

Don’t compromise on this point. This question gets at the heart of
everything — because the closer we grow in our relationship with Jesus,
the more we grow at these other traits.

Think about it this way: if Jesus is the most important thing in your life
—don’t you want to be able to the most important part of your life
with someone so important?

DON’T MAKE EXCUSES OR SETTLE FOR ANYTHING LESS.

This may be the most important thing | say this whole time: DON'T
SETTLE FOR ANYTHING LESS.

Why? Sometimes we are looking for others to complete us or make
us a whole, we date to make ourselves feel better or to have a good
time, or because we are looking for love or acceptance we make
excuses and compromises but | want you to know a few things:
YOU ARE ENOUGH. You don’t need to date someone to make you
whole, they can’t really do that anyway.

YOU ARE LOVED. God wrote the greatest love story ever told
because of how much HE LOVES YOU!

THE WHAT
WHAT are we talking about and WHY does it matter to me? (2-3 min)

e Guys and girls are different.

e Share a personal story of a stereotypical misunderstanding between
you and someone of the opposite gender (bonus points if your story
has humor) OR Ask your audience to share different stereotypical
differences between guys and girls & be ready to share some of your
own. (For example: Guys are more physically wired; Girls are more
emotionally driven. Guys fight with their fist, girls fight with their
words. Girls speak a secret language guys can’t understand. Girls
overthink and guys underthink.)

e Guys and girls are different, and that can make understanding each
other difficult. It can make dating complicated. We don’t act, think, or
react like each other. Which is why sometimes the world of dating can
be a minefield.

WE

e Even though stereotypes aren’t always right, we’ve all experienced a
time where we saw or felt a difference between guys and girls.

e Did you know there actually are differences in the way guys and girls
brains are structured and how they process information? Woman have
bigger memory centers and more white matter, which connects the
different parts of their brains more. Guys have more information-
containing grey matter.

e You may have heard guys brains are like waffles, and they have a box
for everything. Girls brains are like spaghetti, and everything is
connected.

e The pointis: we are different. Sometimes these differences can lead us
to misunderstand each other, feeling frustrated or disrespected.

TRANSITION

e Eventhough we are different, we can still seek to understand and
respect one another.

e Today we are going to look at 2 different Bible verses and how they
center around this idea of guys, girls, dating, and RESPECT — how we
can respect each other and God.

e Important side note reminder: This series isn’t an encouragement or
pressure to date. If you aren’t dating, this lesson is still good for you
because (1) we can seek to understand and respect each other outside
of dating and (2) if you start dating in the future, you will have a great
foundation of Biblical wisdom!

GOD

SO WHAT
So WHAT does this mean for my faith and life with God? (5-6 min)

1 PETER 2:15-17

Let me start by giving a little Biblical background knowledge to this first
verse because it talks about something you may find a little strange: it
says we are God’s slaves.

You see the Bible says everyone on the planet is essentially a slave, and
we have a choice between being slaves between 1 of 2 things:

1. Sin or evil (or sometimes it’s called our flesh)

2. God or righteousness (or sometimes it’s called the spirit)
Romans 6 lays out a good picture of this, and shares how anyone who
has not accepted Jesus as their Lord and Savior is a slave to sin/evil,
but anyone who has accepted Jesus as their Lord and Savior is a slave
of God/righteousness.

Peter is writing to Christians in the early church on how they can live
their lives for God and he is giving them some instructions:
READ 1 PETER 2:15-17. A couple things here:

1. FIRST, WE ARE FREE. Those who believe in Jesus are set free.
Ever done something and said you'll ask for forgiveness after?
Some people approach their life with God this way, because they
know God will forgive them. Which is the second point and
JESUS CONNECTION:

2. SECOND, WE ARE FORGIVEN. No matter who you are you were
born a slave to sin but God sent Jesus to die on the cross to
rescue us from our sin and death; When we believe in Jesus our
sins are forgiven forever and unconditionally buried with Jesus
and they don’t count against us anymore. That kind of
forgiveness brings freedom. Forgiveness frees us from the
weight of guilt and sin. We can mess up —we are free to sin —
and God will forgive us not because we earn it, but because His
forgiveness is unending.

3. THIRD, WE HAVE A CHOICE. Not only do we have a choice to
follow Jesus or not as our Savior — we have hundreds of choices a
day as to whether we will walk in God’s ways or sins ways. That
battle rages all the time —we have a choice. And here Peter is
encouraging us not to use our freedom as an excuse to sin or do
evil.

4. Lastly, there is a lot of good stuff in this small section of the
Bible, but | want us to focus in on two words: RESPECT
EVERYONE. Not respect those who look or act like you, who are
popular, those who are older are in charge: respect everyone.
Those who are different from you, those no one else respects,
even people younger than you, and yes those who are different
a different gender from you.

RESPECTING EACH OTHER WOULD SOLVE A LOT OF PROBLEMS.

If we truly respected each other, no one would want to use another
person for their own pleasure or gain.

If we truly respected each other, guys would see every girl who
walked by, posted a pic, or was in a video as someone to respect and
honor — a sister in Christ.

If girls respected guys, we wouldn’t bad mouth them. We wouldn’t
say that “all guys are liars or out for one thing” because not ALL guys
are like that — but ALL guys should be shown respect.

And not only should we be respecting each other, we should be
respecting ourselves.

We've talked about our differences, but | want to land on something
we have in common: God created each and every one of you and He
designed you with the capability to share love on an extremely
intimate level. This leads into our next Bible verse.

NOTES




READ 1 THESSALONIANS 4:3-5. A couple things here:

1. GOD DESIGNED BOUNDARIES AROUND SEX. If you are wondering,
God’s design for sexual intimacy is between a man and woman in
marriage. Sexual immorality is anything sexually outside of those
boundaries. And it can even include things like lust and pornography.

o Genesis 2:24 “That is why a man leaves his father and mother
and is united to his wife, and they become one flesh.”

2. GOD ISN'T AGAINST SEX, HE IS FOR IT. In fact, He tells Adam and Eve
to be fruitful and multiply which means...have lots of sex. (Genesis
1:27-28)

o It's when we take sex and sexual intimacy outside of God'’s
design that it gets us in trouble. It can lead to a lot of pain.

3. RESPECTING GOD WITH YOUR BODY ISN’T FOR GOD’S GOOD, IT’S
FOR YOURS.

o Whether you follow God’s boundaries for sex or cross the line,
it isn’t going to hurt God —it’s going to hurt you. Maybe not at
first, every temptation has a “hook” that seems to lure us in
saying it has something good for us, but then later we are
stuck with damaging consequences.

o Sexual boundaries aren’t about restrictions, they can actually
bring MORE freedom in our lives by saving us from some of the
damage of crossing lines we shouldn’t.

TRANSITION
e If you have crossed the line already, it’s not too late for you to jump on
the right side of the fence. Remember, every time you confess your sin
God is faithful to forgive you (1 John 1:9) and show you a way out of it
(1 Corinthians 10:13).

NOW WHAT
NOW that | know, HOW can | live this out? (2-3 min)

e Your parents may have set boundaries around your dating or use of
technology and you know what — that is great! | know it doesn’t feel
great, but they are doing it to protect you.

e God has set boundaries for us on sexual purity because He wants to
protect us. He wants what is best for us.

e That’s all great — but none of that matters if you don’t decide you want
to follow those boundaries. The choice is yours.

e Have you already set your own boundaries around who you want to
date and physical limits to showing love and intimacy?

e Have you already set your own boundaries around your use of
technology or anything that leads you into sexual impurity?

e If not, are you willing to? | hope you can see the big picture, see how it
benefits you, others, and your relationship with God, and that you
chose to live lives that respect God and respect others.

e Let’s be a safe place for people to talk and share, be real, and not
worry about someone gossiping about them afterwards: in other
words what is said in small group, stays in small group.

BONUS LEADER RESOURCE

We all need accountability. Your students may
reach out to ask you to help keep them
accountable on different aspects of their faith
— this is awesome! That means they want to
grow in their faith. On top of supporting your
students, here are some steps you can
encourage them to take:

5 Steps to Hold Yourself Accountable

Be Honest with yourself and God. We all
have sinned, God knows this (Hebrews
4:13). We are honest and ask God for His
forgiveness, God is always faithful to give
it to us. And don’t you just feel freer,
lighter, happier when you are forgiven
and not weighed down by secret sins?
Commit to God’s ways. John 14:15 says,
“If you love me, keep my commands.” But
| want to tell you something — this is a
choice YOU are going to have to make and
keep making. Your parents can’t do it for
you, even if they drive you to church or
make you login online.

Invite others to keep you accountable.
This may be the scariest step because who
wants to share about their secrets and
sins with others — and you took it! James
5:16 says, "Therefore confess your sins to
each other and pray for each other so that
you may be healed. The prayer of a
righteous person is powerful and
effective." Are there other mature
believers you can ask to be on your team?
Not everyone is going to understand the
choices and changes you are making, get
some people on your team who you can
support you.

Make a Plan. Set goals and boundaries to
overcome temptation in place. Have a
plan for how you will leave tempting
situations — maybe even look into
accountability software or asking others,
like your parents, to help you keep certain
boundaries.

Rinse and Repeat. We will all mess up and
sin again, but remember God is a loving,
forgiving Father cheering you on every
step you take towards following Him.

SHARE: Today’s passage is long, but it gives us a complete,
balanced picture of both God’s wrath at sin and His kindness
towards the sinner.
READ ROMANS 1:18-2:4 and discuss:

3. This verse is showing us that by God’s definition same-sex
lust and relations are sin. During the message, they
shared that attraction and temptations aren’t sin, but lust
and sexual behaviors outside of God’s design for marriage
are sin.

4. How can we turn to God when we face temptations?

5. Does anyone know what repentance means?
(Repentance is when you are genuinely sorry and want to
change and move in a direction closer to God.)

6. This verse, just a few after the first one we read, says that
God is rich in kindness. What are different ways we can
we see God’s kindness?

7. We all need Jesus. How can remembering that help us
reflect God’s kindness to others?

NEXT STEPS
Some of the people in the video shared how it was hard for them
to talk about their experiences with others.
1) If a friend shares they have this struggle, how can you
show them love and kindness?
2) If you find yourself struggling with these feelings or
thoughts, reach out to a parent or godly adult in your life
to walk alongside you.

SO WHAT CONTINUED

GOD CONTINUED
SOMETIMES SLOWING DOWN IS A GOOD THING.

If we are running so hard and so fast after relationships — or even other
things like other’s approval — we can miss part of the goodness God
has for our lives.

This leads us to one of our main verses that talks about how the
desires of rushing into passion are classic, been around for centuries,
but not always the best things: Song of Solomon 2:4.

Song of Solomon (aka Song of Songs) is different from most Old
Testament books because it’s not a historical record of God and His
people, it is a poem about love and desire. This verse is speaking to
womae, but guys this doesn’t count you out! As God’s people, we all
can benefit from living out this Biblical wisdom.

READ SONG OF SOLOMON 2:4.

Idk what to say about the reference to gazelles and deer — maybe was
their version of a country song today that always references trucks and
old town roads?

But if you get past that the message is super clear — we don’t have to
rush.

Our world puts so much pressure on you, on us, to date and to be a
certain way — but slowing down, taking your time, waiting a while, can
be a good thing.

BE WILLING TO SLOW DOWN AND LOOK FOR GOD’S LEADING.

God has a plan for your life and it’s worth pursuing.

READ HEBREWS 4:1-2.

This verse mentions for us to “throw off everything that hinders AND
the sin that entangles” — meaning that things that aren’t sin, they
aren’t bad, they can still weigh us down and distract us from the thing
that matters most in our life: PURSUING JESUS.

Be honest with yourself, are you pursuing relationships, or anything
else for that matter, so much that it's coming before your pursuit of
Jesus?

PURSUING JESUS SHOULD BE FIRST IN OUR LIVES. If other things are
distracting you from that, it’s time to slow down and take a step back.

JESUS CONNECTION

JESUS PURSUED YOU FIRST, before you were ever born. Look back at
Hebrews — it was Jesus’ JOY to suffer on the cross — because He loves
you and wants a relationship with you.

There are some really sweet love stories out there. Some couples have
faithfully loved each other practically their whole lives. But there is a
still a greater love story out there for you.

The love story is about someone who moved heaven and earth to be in
a relationship with you. A real Prince of Peace who became a King of
Kings after He stormed the gates of hell to rescue you.

JESUS HAS A RACE FOR YOU TO RUN.

THIS RACE WILL TAKE PERSERVERANCE. Perseverance is continued
effort to do or achieve something despite difficulties, failure, or
opposition. | mean | think that is the definition of 2020 — overcoming
and persevering through hard things. Guard your spiritual growth
from distractions.

THIS RACE WILL PUT FOCUS ON JESUS. It will mean putting Jesus first
and that might mean slowing down or stepping back from other
things. It takes sacrifice. We aren’t saying that dating is wrong, but if
it causes you to put your relationship with Jesus on the back burner
—that’s not good.

THIS RACE HONORS GOD. None of us are going to run our races
perfectly, but that doesn’t mean we can’t strive to run our races for
God better and better every day. Pursuing God honors God. It
actively says that nothing in your life is worth pursuing more than
pursuing God.

NOTES




HONOR GOD WITH YOUR DATING LIFE.

e We've been talking about seeking Godly wisdom for dating all
month, let me review a few main points we’ve learned:

e (1) Know what you're pursuing and don’t make excuses or settle for
less.

e We looked at character traits that should really be standards for us
in who we date and who we become from Proverbs 31. Traits like
being trustworthy, responsible, and kind.

e (2) Guys and girls may be different, but we can still seek to
understand and respect one another. And we can respect God with
our bodies.

TRANSITION
e Through this study | hope we will gain a greater perspective on dating
that will help you truly live your best life — because Jesus has your true
best life in mind for you.
